☼   Chapter one science test will be this Friday, September 10

.  Please watch for study

☼  We are beginning DRA testing tomorrow to begin arranging reading groups.  This 

should be wrapped up next week.  In the meantime, students will be completing 

independent reading centers and will have time to read their A.R. books in class every 

day.  Most students, in order to meet A.R. goals, need to be taking at least 2 A.R. tests 

per week. 

☼   In math, we are moving on to adding numbers with regrouping.  This is a tricky 

concept still for some students, and not only will we regroup (i.e., carry over) the ones 

to the tens place, we will also extend to the tens and hundreds place in third grade.  

Thank you for your support at home, in both watching graded math papers to see if 

there are any corrections to be made or extra work to practice, as well as working on 

basic facts (addition and subtraction). 

☼  We are working hard on reviewing how to write complete paragraphs.  Last week 

our topic was visiting the zoo, and we wrote a 5-sentence paragraph.  This week, we will 

extend that to 8 sentences, which will be the typical format used in structured writing 

assignments this year.
